Students learn a variety of technolo-
gies and concepts that include: Basic Computer networking, Wireless technology, Voice-
Over IP, Network Security, Network applications, computer media and satellite commu-
nications, GPS, Network Defense Techniques, Network Traffic Analysis, Bridging Fire-
walls, and Intrusion Detection Systems.
