When Vir 

finishes the program, he will have at least 60 college credit hours 

and his high school diploma.   Vir is the 5th  student from Univer-

sity Heights who has been selected for this prestigious 

honor.

Trey Lachance took the PSAT/National Merit Qualification Test 

(PSAT/NMSQT) and has met requirements to enter the 2014 National Mer-

it Scholarship Program.   Trey is among the 50,000 highest -scoring partici-

pants of some 1.5 million program entrants.   Of the 50,000 high scorers 
nationwide, about 16,000 will be named National Merit Program Semifi-

nalists, and approximately 34,000 others will be commended for their per-

formance.   Semifinalists will be the only students who will have an oppor-

tunity to continue in the competition for about 8,300 National Merit Schol-
ars to be offered in 2014.   Students will learn of their standing in Septem-

ber.  

  

Trey has also been selected to attend The Governorõs Scholar Program this 

summer. The Governor's Scholars Program strives to enhance Kentucky's 

next generation of civic and economic leaders.   Established in 1983, the 

program provides academic and personal growth through the balance of 

a strong liberal arts program with a full co -curricular and residential life 

experience. Students must complete an application and compete with oth-

ers from across the state.
